Victoria Dock Primary School PTFA - 100 Club Rules

1: The name of the draw is the Victoria Dock Primary School PTFA 100 Club ("the Lottery") regardless of the number of members.

2: The purpose of the Lottery is to raise funds for the sole benefit of Victoria Dock Primary School (“the School”).

3: The Lottery will be administered by a Promoter appointed by the PTFA Committee.

4: There shall be a draw made in each calendar month (except in August). Monthly prize winning numbers will be drawn in the following order: 1st prize and 2nd prize. 50% of the total monthly subscriptions will be paid out in the form of cash prizes. There is no draw in August due to the school being closed.  Instead this draw (based on August's contributions) will be rolled over with September. The Lottery shall run continuously from 1 November 2010 and the first draw shall be during  November 2010 .

5: The Lottery will be open to any parent/grandparent/guardian of a child attending the school, or a member of staff at the school, at the time of joining, and be aged 16 or over. PTFA committee members are eligible to join, but not the Treasurer (as Promoter).  A purchaser of a share becomes a participant in the Lottery. Participants are entitled to purchase between 1 and 5 shares.

6: Each share will be allocated a unique number. A letter confirming your allocated number(s) will be issued. 

7: The subscription for each share is £1 per month payable monthly in advance by standing order, or, six monthly or annually in advance by cash or cheque (cheques made payable to Victoria Dock Primary School PTFA – 100 club).

8: Winners will be paid by cheque. It is the responsibility of the participant to advise the Promoter of any change of address. Any prize cheque not cashed within 6 months will be deemed a donation to the School. A list of prize winning numbers will be published on the school website.

9: The Promoter will only pay a prize to the purchaser of a winning share.

10: No Lottery participant will be included in the draw if the subscription has not been received. It is the responsibility of each Participant to make sure they have paid their subscription. The Promoter reserves the right to reallocate any number where payment has not been received.

11: Participants can cancel their entry in the Lottery at any time by giving one month's written notice to the Promoter. Participants can elect to increase or decrease their subscription at any time by contacting the Promoter.  New members can join at any time.  Any decision by the Club to end the lottery will also be by one month's notice to all Participants.

12: The Lottery is intended to be a Small Society Lottery under the provisions of the Gambling Act 2005 Section 19.

13: Victoria Dock Primary School PTFA may amend or vary the rules of the lottery at any time. Changes will be notified to Participants on the school website.
